Hostile neighbourhood: Terrorists arriving by water
were responsible for one of the biggest terrorist
assaults on India in recent memory, the 2008 Mumbai
attack.
Unexpected and non-standard threats: A safe Indian
Ocean is essential to protecting India's national
interests because non-traditional dangers including
piracy, smuggling, illegal fishing, and human
trafficking also pose significant difficulties.
